EPISCOPAL VISIT

In July, Bishop Irenei visited the country, and Father Deacon Mark and his family accompanied him on trips
to two of our sister parishes.

ST GUTHLAC OF CROWLAND

At the beginning of August, Father Deacon Mark and his family made a pilgrimage to Crowland in honour
of St Guthlac. It contained several wonderful surprises. They were met by some very kind Anglican guides,
who unlocked the upstairs chapel where visitors are not usually allowed. There, they were shown the skull
of one of the martyrs of Crowland, thought to be St Theodore, the abbot of the monastic community which
grew up after St Guthlac’s death. He was martyred with about eighty others by the Vikings in the 9t Century.
The pilgrims were able to see and venerate the skull. They also learned about the ‘Guthlac Roll’, a set of
excellent drawings from the late 12t-early 13 century, illustrating scenes from the life of the saint. It is a
fascinating document and the pilgrims purchased a very good copy of it for the College library. The original
will be on display at the British Library from October as part of the upcoming Anglo-Saxon Kingdoms
Exhibition. The pilgrims also went to Peakirk, where Saint Guthlac’s sister St Pega was abbess.
